Scheduling 
l This residential course takes place 

in 2 blocks of 5 days over two 
consecutive weeks:  
Mon. 3rd March - Fri. 7th March and  
Mon. 10th March - Fri. 14th March  

Class Size 
l The group will have a maximum of  

15 participants per facilitator. This is 
considered best practice and most 
conducive to participative learning.  

Teaching Style 
l The course uses an Adult Education 

methodology. Participants are 
encouraged to critically reflect on 
and engage with the course content 
through group, plenary and 
individual exercises and methods. 

Further supports 
l It is required that all participants be 

paired with a support person/ 
mentor from their sponsor or host 
community. The accompanying role 
of this person is crucial to process of 
inculturation. The support 
person/mentor must be available to 
attend on the last day of the 
programme (Friday 14th March). 
Participants will also have an 
opportunity to dialogue with others 
who have completed the course and 
who will share on their experience of 
ministry in Ireland. The course 
provides clear signposting to 
additional resources relevant to each 
area of content as required 
throughout the course (for example  
support agencies for mental health 
issues, social welfare issues, housing, 
health and employment supports 
and Catholic Education).
